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You will need:
· Biscuits (or make your own using either a simple biscuit recipe or a packet mixture)
· A bar of chocolate – melted in the microwave
· Malteasers
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Edible eyes (optional)

How to make: 
Encourage lots of sensory play throughout this activity! Explore the feel, taste and smell of the chocolate both before and after it has been melted. Explore the feel, taste and smell of the biscuit whole, and then crumble it into pieces to explore the feel of the crumbs.
· Melt the chocolate in the microwave. Once it has melted, drizzle it over the biscuit to make the spiders legs.
· Place a malteaser in the middle of the chocolate to make the spiders head.
· If putting eyes onto your spider – put a little bit of melted chocolate onto the back of the eyes and then stick them onto the malteaser.
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
