Scented Non-cook Playdough 
You will need: 
· 65g of all-purpose flour 
· 150g cup of salt 
· 1 Tbsp. of Cream of Tartar 
· 2 Tbsp. of Baby Oil (You can substitute baby oil for another oil – like canola, coconut or vegetable oil.)
· 375ml of warm water – hot enough to dissolve the salt 
· Essential Oils 
· Food or soap colouring 
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Instructions 
· In a large bowl, mix flour, salt and cream of tartar 
· In another bowl, mix the oil, water, and 20 drops of essential oil 
· You can also add the colouring now or wait and divide the dough up to make several different colours out of one batch. 
· While the water is still very warm, add the wet ingredients to the dry ingredients and mix. 
· Knead the dough – if it is too sticky add more flour. 
· If you held off on adding colouring, you can now add the colouring to the divided sections of dough. Knead the dough to transfer the colour throughout. 
 
 
Ideas and tips for making it with children 
· Divide the dough into food/freezer bags, seal the bags and let the kids knead the warm dough. 
· Let the kids shake some glitter into their bags and knead that into the dough 
· Add other scents as you would like to make combinations. 
· Add natural colourings instead of food colourings – like, cocoa powder for brown, cinnamon, fruit like strawberries, blueberries, and beetroot (you may need to add more flour to balance the moisture out). 
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
