Sensory Wall 
In our classroom, children love our sensory activity frame. We hang lots of different sensory items e.g. spiky balls, squeaky toys, rough body sponge etc using ribbon, for the children to reach out and explore independently. 

It may be hard to make a frame at home like this but how about using a large piece of hard cardboard (fold up a carboard box) or MDF board or even your children’s bedroom wall? 

You can stick them to the board with Velcro so that the children can take them off independently to play with, or you can make holes in the board and tie the toys/textured items using long string/ribbon.    

Here are some ideas and items that children may enjoy…
