The Hungry Caterpillar sensory story

When watching this story with your child, explore the items that match the parts of the story together. Encourage them to use their senses to touch, look at, listen to etc the different items. As you repeat the story overtime, your child should start to anticipate the different sensory items used within the story.

What you will need for this sensory story;

· A Caterpillar made from egg cartons – see explanation.
· Cotton wool covered in cornflakes (use glue) for a Cocoon.
· A Butterfly made from paper – see explanation.
· Real leaves from outside.
· Rub tummy for ‘A very hungry caterpillar’ or ‘He was still hungry’.
· Use real fruit from the story i.e. apple, pears, plums, strawberries, oranges.
· Use foil or space blanket for a munching sound of the caterpillar eating.
· Go to sleep for the ‘night-time’ and make a snoring sound.
