Frozen flowers sensory ice play!
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You will need…
· Flowers
· Water
· Small pots

1. To make your frozen flowers, put some cut flowers from the garden/park in your pot and then add water. Hunt around your garden for daisies, buttercups, and anything else that looks pretty! Flowers tend to float so add quite a few or you will end up with them all at the bottom. Not a major issue but it is not quite as pretty!

2. Pop them in your freezer for a day and then they are ready to play with – just pop the plastic under a hot tap to thaw it enough to pop your flowers out. As with all kids’ activities you will need to supervise your children during this activity as obviously the ice is cold!

3. You could also place the ice cube in a tray to watch the flowers pop out as the ice melts completely. 
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
