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Things needed for this game
· Card board for making fish
· Paints
· Staple pins
· Googly eyes
· String
· Magnet
· Scissors
· Black marker
· Stick
· Glue
First cut out fish shapes with scissors and paint them with the colour of your choice. Stick googly eyes on the head and a staple pin on the edge.  Write the numbers up to ten on the back side of the fish. Now prepare your fishing rod. Tie a string on the stick and attached a magnet on the other side of the string using strong glue.  Now you can play your counting game. Spread the fish on the floor and help your child to catch the fish with their fishing rod. 
Learning through music and rhyme is one of the most effective ways to remember new information and makes it much more enjoyable too. You can sing one of the favourite counting songs that children like to sing while catching the fish, for example;
