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The Month Calendar





This can be used to show your child what days they have school and what days they will stay at home.


You can change home to another location if your child will not be staying at home.





I.E. Family member’s house – You may use your phone to show the house or family members face. 








The Activity Week





You may use the month calendar as an activity week where you can show your child what they will be doing on a Monday and so on and so forth.





As you can see on the left hand side there is a ‘Not Available’ symbol next to school, you may show your child the ‘Not Available’ activity symbol when the activity is not available, you may use Sellotape to cover the ‘NOT’ available symbol.





The Week Calendar





The week calendar is used exactly like the month calendar however has been simplified to help your child if the month calendar is to difficult to understand. 





The Activity Symbols





The Activity symbols are yours to use as of when you’re planning on activities for your child. You may use this to prepare your child as of what will happen next.





These could be used as a choice board for your child, giving them the option of what they would like to do next.





Now and Next





The now and next will help your child understand what they will do/need to do NOW and what they’re going to be doing/ working towards NEXT.


You may use the activity symbols, taking off an activity when finished, moving the NEXT activity to NOW and another activity to NEXT.





I.E. NOW ‘Shop’, NEXT ‘Home’, when shop has finished, moving ‘Home’ to NOW and adding ‘Bath’ to NEXT.





Now and Next Continued





As above, if you are out and have forgotten your symbols, you may use your mobile phone instead.





The Bath/Shower Routine





You may use these symbols to your NOW AND NEXT routine or your GREEN/RED routine.





This is to break down the bath/shower routine as some children may not understand what is asked of them during this routine. 














The Green/Red Routine





The Green/Red Routine is to help your child understand that they need to START an instruction, following a symbol on the GREEN column and to move across when FINISHED in the RED column.





Wait until your child has finished the first instruction and moving it across to show they have finished before moving onto the next instruction.





The Bowel Routine





The bowel routine is to help your child to use the toilet or help them go through the steps of using the toilet if they’re having difficulties. 





You may also use the GREEN/RED Routine or the NOW and NEXT routine.
